Most recently, she has published her own book entitled “7
Keys to Great Paintings,” which will be on display along with her
originals and prints at the meeting.

The artist has painted and visited in over 20 countries. She has taught watercolor painting extensively
throughout Europe and many parts of the United States. Her work has also appeared in many national
as well as international books, magazines, and
catalogues. In 1998, she had a one-person exhibit
at the Triton Museum of Art. She is frequently
asked to be a juror for many of the California
Watercolor Association exhibitions, as well as
other national watercolor annual exhibits.
