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Guy is self-taught and has painted since childhood. He decided to call himself an  
Artist in 2000.
His work is published in Splash 9, Splash 10, Splash 15 and he is one of fifteen contributors 
to Watercolor Secrets — all by North Light Books.
Guy started teaching in 2005 and continues instructing workshops locally at Filoli 
Historic House and Garden as well as around the country. He also instructs weekly classes 
Tuesdays (two classes in his shop in San Carlos, and one guided class on Friday mornings).
As a watercolorist, Guy experiments with different techniques painting images that 
surround him daily. Hyperrealism is how he classifies his style of painting. He usually 
paints "the image with exaggerated color not competing with the photo 
reference,... strives to find the excitement that compelled him to paint it."

Each month, a different member of the  
CWA Board of Directors will have the opportunity  
to write an art-related article for our members.

Experimenting with Transparency 
As the Co-Communications Director for the CWA Board, it is 
my turn to write a piece for the monthly newsletter. I decided 
to share my recent experiment with transparent versus opaque 
watercolor.
A few weeks ago, I was watching an online class featuring a 
watercolor artist whose palette was half-filled with opaque 
colors, such as Daniel Smith’s Shell Pink and Holbein’s 
Horizon Blue. This made me think about my own use of 
transparent versus opaque watercolor. I’m a self-taught painter 
who has largely avoided painting with opaque colors in recent 
years, finding that I gravitate toward full transparent colors 
like Ultramarine Blue, Quinacridone Rose, and Mayan Yellow. 
Typically, I paint in a realistic style and love the richness of 
layering color, as well as the lightness of the paper shining 
through paler washes.
While watercolor is never truly opaque – after all, watercolor 
gouache is an opaque paint — I rarely even dip into cadmium 
colors, which, to my eye, tends to have a similar matte look 
when it dries.
Wanting to grow as a painter, I decided to try something 
different. I used a reference photo I had taken at a farmer’s 
market of a scattering of halved oranges strewn across a 
tablecloth printed with similarly sliced oranges.   

I wondered if using transparent versus more opaque colors 
could be one way to help differentiate the freshly cut produce 
from their printed counterparts.
For the fresh oranges, I used Daniel Smith’s Lemon Yellow, 
Mayan Yellow, Aussie Red Gold, Opera Pink and Schmincke’s 
Transparent Orange. For the tablecloth print, I used Daniel 
Smith’s Bismuth Vanadate Yellow, QoR’s Cadmium Yellow 
Medium and Holbein’s Cadmium Red Orange. The blues colors 
included Sennelier’s Cinereous Blue and Mijello Mission Gold 
Blue Grey.
 

What did I find? The first thing I noticed was that blending 
colors on the paper was a bit more difficult with the opaque 
colors. And mixing opaque colors on my palette produced a 
less vibrant color than the transparent mixes. Layering colors 
was also markedly different, as the more opaque a color is, the 
more it blocks the white of the paper and the less you see of 
the color underneath. Incidentally, this helped me distinguish 
between the oranges and the tablecloth, as I could more easily 
add depth and shadows by blending the transparent colors 
for the produce, and leave the tablecloth to appear more one-
dimensional with the opaque colors.
Just for fun, I decided 
to add an orange 
comparison of my 
transparent and opaque 
paints to watercolor 
gouache, which appeared 
markedly different. I 
used Artists’ Gouache 
Hansa Yellow, Orange 
Lake and Naphthol Red. 
It’s important to know that the transparency and opaqueness 
of paint pigments can vary by manufacturer. A simple way to 
determine if your paints are transparent or opaque is to do this:

•  Draw a line with  
 a black permanent  
 marker down a sheet  
 of watercolor paper. 
•  Now paint a line of  
 each color over the  
 black line.   
•  If you can no longer  
 see the color, it is  
 transparent.

Transparent colors are more versatile for my work, but I 
appreciate how adding opaque colors — particularly the earth 
colors like sepia and yellow ochre and a few of the pale pinks and 
lavenders — can add some balance and variety to my paintings. 
The experiment gave me an excuse to play with paint and better 
understand how they are going to behave on the paper.  It is 
through experimentation that we learn; I encourage you to 
conduct your own “experiments” in your watercolor journey.
Happy painting!

The lesson plan was not only beneficial in the 
learning and applying the techniques of producing works of 
portraiture but equally the opportunity to learn about other 
children throughout the world with fewer opportunities. And 
to give back something so meaningful and personal from our 

part of the world. When the children of Nigeria received their 
gifts of personal art, a video was made of the presentation and 
sent back to the students of Campolindo to enjoy.

Congratulations students of Campolindo High School and 
kudos to their art teacher Mr. Justin for a job well done. CWA 
continues to support The Memory Project organization as it 
continues to reach out to teachers connecting their students  
to children throughout the world through the language of art.  
If you know of any school that might benefit from this 
program, Community Outreach would welcome the 
opportunity to reach out to them as well. Not only is there a 
program for high school students but also an art exchange 
program for lower grade students.
